Placement of Pall on coffin 
Upon entering the church at the Baptismal Font, a white cloth called a Pall will be placed on the 
coffin which symbolizes our Baptism.  A close family member, siblings, children or the pall bearers 
are encouraged to participate. 
 

When Cremains are present 
If your loved one has been cremated, their remains are usually placed in an urn.  When your family 
arrives at church with the urn, place the urn on the table in front of the altar.  You may place a 
picture of your loved one and/or a vase of flowers on the table with the cremains.

He flees because he is a hired hand and is not concerned about the sheep. 
I am the good shepherd and I know My own and My own know Me, 
 even as the Father knows Me and I know the Father; 
 and I lay down My life for the sheep.

 I must bring them also and they will hear My voice;
